This award recognizes 

individuals who have provided services to seniors 

consistent with Culpepper Garden’s mission, vision and 

commitment to seniors, and who have inspired others 
to work on the behalf of low-income and vulnerable, elderly 

residents of Arlington.

CULPEPPER GARDEN’S VISION

All elderly residents of Arlington County and  Northern Virginia, regardless of race, creed, income, sexual orientation, and physical and mental condition will have access to affordable housing, and care and services that foster autonomy, ensure individual dignity and enhance feelings of self-worth.  

Culpepper Garden will continue to fulfill its mission by being an organization characterized by fiscal responsibility, and compassion, concern and a caring attitude toward every senior that we serve.

ABOUT CULPEPPER GARDEN

Culpepper Garden is an award winning, nonprofit retirement housing community located on five acres in the heart of Arlington, for low- and moderate-income seniors ages 62 and older.

Culpepper Garden has 340 apartments where seniors enjoy safe and convenient apartment living, including 73 units in the William P. Harris Center with 24-hour support to residents who need help with activities of daily living.   It is the only facility of its kind in Arlington serving low-income elders. 
LEGACY OF SERVICE

Culpepper Garden’s commitment to serving seniors can be traced to Charles Culpepper, a horticulturalist who agreed to make his lush, 5 acre property available to build a retirement community after he was approached in 1966 by Earl Bailey, an architect and fellow member of the Unitarian Universalist Church of Arlington.  Bailey believed that many older people needed to be part of a caring and supportive community to overcome the isolation and loneliness that can be associated with aging.  He urged the church to become a pioneer in sponsoring a government-subsidized housing facility for low- and moderate-income seniors in Arlington.

The Arlington Retirement Housing Corporation (ARHC) was then formed and Culpepper Garden opened on May 19, 1975 with 210 apartments, a dining room, a beauty shop and a clinic staffed by a nurse and doctor who visited once a week.  In the years that followed, the facility grew and changed, incorporating federal housing subsidies, culminating in 2000 with the addition of an assisted-living/supportive services wing -- hailed as the first in the country to be operated for low-income seniors in housing subsidized by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development.
